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Zilwa is the epicentre of the Ste Anne Marine National Park and will offer buyers and visitors alike a combination of tranquil island living, security, privacy and understated style wedded to world class services.  The atmosphere will range from the ultra calm to sophisticated and vibrant, depending on where guests choose to spend their time. The marina will offer boating enthusiasts a spectacular centrepiece of activity, while several infinity pools, a world-renown spa and a relaxed beach club will provide those looking to ‘get away from it all’ the perfect retreat.  

The Seychelles islands are 1,600 kilometres due east of the Kenyan coast and Ste Anne island is a mere 10 minute boat or 5 minute helicopter ride from the international airport on the main island of Mahé. The location of this private island is perfectly positioned for the development to take advantage of the tranquillity and seclusion Seychelles is known for but also close enough to the capital of Victoria on the main island for those wanting to explore further a field.
